Each H1 Will Break to a New Page

* Bullet points list are always great in a
presentation.

* As we don’t want to overload our slides.

* Use a meaningful image to go alongside
your information.

And if you need a clear division within the same slide, you can add a divider to your
Confluence content and the line will look like this, using your brand’s primary color.

Whitespace Is Nothing to Be Afraid Of

Using whitespace around your
content like in this 3-column layout
in the Confluence content can make

it stand out on the page.

Use scroll-page-break macro within your
Confluence content and consider it done!
